Last month our club began
sponsoring the OSU team with a donation of $200.

The OSU Aerodesign team gives students an opportunity to explore their potentials while building competitive remote-controlled aircraft.

The Team participates in the SAE Aero Design Competition which challenges engineering students to conceive, design, fabricate, and test a
model radio controlled aircraft. The competition is divided into two parts - design and flight. In the design event, the contestants present
their design strategy and demonstrate the accuracy of their calculations in predicting the maximum payload the aircraft can lift. The flight
event determines which aircraft can lift the most weight. The competition limits the wingspan of each aircraft, and requires each aircraft to

take off and land within alimited distance.
