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On April 15, 2005, TORKS filed with the Secretary of State, paperwork to establish TORKS
as anon-profit corporation. As of that date TORK S became The Ohio Radio Kontrol Society,
Inc., or also known as TORKS, Inc.

The purpose and intent of this change was to protect the personal assets of members in the
event a lawsuit was filed following an accident involving a club member. Prior to this
change, we would have been considered a partnership and could have been held legally liable
for negligent actions of another member. Please note that this change does not protect any
member from liability in the event that member is personally negligent; it only protects the
remaining members.

In order to maintain the liability protection, we are required to add Inc. to our name, logos,
etc. This puts the public on notice of our corporate status. Please make sure that every docu-
ment which contains our name also indicates Inc., after that name.

We are still in the process of completing the necessary paperwork to achieve non-profit status
from the IRS. We do have several more months to get that accomplished; with the result that
once we attain that status, any donations of money or property to the club would be consid-
ered tax deductible as to the donor to the full extent of the law. Please see your personal ac-
countant or tax advisor for more specific information.
