The only information on elections is in the member manual. 
And there isn't much info there. Voting is by members 
(restricted to those who have voting rights) who are present at 
a meeting. There are no provisions for absentee balloting.  

 

Typically, at the Jan, Feb, and Mar meetings there are oppor-
tunities for people to step forward and announce they would 
like to run for office. 

 

At the March meeting just before voting there is another op-
portunity for nominations from the floor or to announce you 
want to run. Once that is done, voting is held. 

 

If there is only one candidate for each position, the entire 
slate if voted on with a single "show of hands" vote. If there 
are multiple candidates for each position, then a paper ballot 
is used to record votes. If one person is running for multiple 
positions, then two or more rounds of voting may need to be 
held. 

 

For example, (and this assumes multiple candidates for each 
position) someone announces they will run for president, and 
for vice president if not elected as president. We would hold 
one round of voting for the president position and record the 
results. Then we would hold the next round of voting. Like 
you said, only those who show up (and have voting rights) 
can vote, which is why it is so important to attend meetings.  

Only members with "life", "regular", and "family" member 
status have voting rights.
