Background

Like most R/C modelers | started with control line models. My first was back in the 1960’s when | was
around 10 years old. It was a Cox PT-19, .049 size. | gradually worked my way up through .35 size,
Flite-Streak etc. | especially liked combat. | then got into free flight, and wished that one day | could get
into radio control. Back in those days the radios were very expensive, and very unreliable. Finally after
getting out of school, and starting my career as an Engineer, | built my first R/C model, a Sig Kadet. By
then it was 1976, | joined the AMA and the Hamilton Hawks R/C club in Cincinnati, found an instructor
and learned to fly. In the past 30 years, | have been active in R/C clubs located in Ohio, Indiana, Ken-
tucky, Tennessee, and Oregon. | have been an officer in most of those clubsincluding President. In addi-
tion, | am an AMA Contest Director and have organized AMA sanctioned events for over 10 years.

| have tried many different areas of our great hobby; pattern, soaring, float flying, sport flying, indoor-
electric, scale, and Giant Scale. | even started a little company called Foamy Flyers, and have been
manufacturing and selling foamy kits for the past 3 years. | am an active “dome” flyer during the winter
months. | am also a member of the IMAA and attend a number of Giant Scale events each year. My
preference is Giant Scale Warbirds. | have attended many scale events over the past 15 years including
many TOP GUNSs. Last year | competed in my first Scale event, and finished 1st in Sportsman Scale,
and 1st in Novice Fun Scale.

A few rules, reminders, and safety issues:

Junior Members

The concern is that Junior members have been flying at the field without parental or guardian
supervision. It is a TORKS rule that Juniors cannot fly without Parental or guardian supervision. The
reason for thisruleisthat in the event of injury, only the legal guardian can authorize care for the injured
minor. This has happened before! Ask Greg Poppel about it! For you Junior members, make sure your
legal guardian is present while you are running motors, flying, etc. and Members, remind the Juniors of
the rule next time you see them without supervision. Our club is tremendous for Junior members. Mem-
bership is FREE! Thisis an excellent way for the TORKS to further the hobby, as these Juniors will be
the future leaders in our hobby. Let's not do anything to jeopardize keeping Juniors a part of the
TORKS.

M ember ship Card

In addition to providing a visual way to control membership fees, the real concern is allowing someone
to fly that isnot an AMA member. As you may not know, our AMA insurance can be voided if we allow
someone to fly without a current AMA membership. Currently, in order to turn your radio on at thefield
to fly etc., you must clip your current membership card to the frequency board. Thistime of year, we see
many members using their old card, i.e. 2005 instead of 2006. Please take the time to put your new card
on your clip.
